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Information Sheet for Local Authority Hearing Impairment Support Teams
Title of Project: NatSIP-CRIDE Longitudinal Study
Background
Over the last eight years the Consortium for Research in Deaf Education (CRIDE) has conducted an annual survey of provision and educational support for children and young people with hearing impairment (HI). Up until last year, the National Sensory Impairment Partnership (NatSIP), with support funding from the DfE, performed an annual outcomes benchmarking survey for children and young people with HI. Whilst both of these exercises have proved to be of significant interest and value, linking the pupil, provision and outcomes and participation variables covered by these two surveys could clearly offer greater potential benefits. 

With the aim of achieving such a linkage in the data and given the widespread interest and support from Teachers of the Deaf, the NatSIP – CRIDE project was formed, involving collaborative working between NatSIP, UCL, City, University of London, and CRIDE. 

It was recognised from an early stage that a longitudinal programme of individual pupil data collection would be required.  Development has included a Feasibility Study in 2014, followed by a full Pilot Study of data collection by nine volunteer LA Sensory Support Services in 2015. 

Funding from the Ovingdean Hall Foundation has been secured for the first 3 years of data collection, analysis and reporting in the Longitudinal Study.

Purpose
The purpose of the Longitudinal Study is to investigate the relationships between pupil, provision and outcomes and participation variables with the overall aim of improving provision and outcomes for children and young people with HI.

LA HI Support Team involvement
We are looking to engage as many LA HI Support Teams as possible in the collection and submission of data on individual children and young people with HI. The data will mainly comprise a combination of information from the CRIDE and NatSIP surveys, covering pupil, provision and outcomes and participation data. The data will include:

· 13 pupil items (e.g. gender; degree of hearing loss; additional SEN)
· 8 provision items (e.g. type of educational placement; Teacher of the Deaf support frequency)
· Outcomes and participation data from the Early Years Foundation Stage to Post-16 (year 12)

The intention is to gather data on two cohorts of children (Cohorts A and B) over a seven year period. In the first year of data collection (2018):

· Cohort A comprised children who were at the end of the Early Years Foundation Stage in the previous academic year (2016-17)
· Cohort B comprised children who were at the end of Key Stage 2 in the previous academic year (2016-17)





The following table provides a logistical overview, clarifying the workload implications in each of these years. The questions in the Pupil and Provision sections of the survey will remain the same throughout the Longitudinal Study.

*NB the data collected relates to the academic year prior to the Longitudinal Study year.

Whilst it is hoped that LA HI Support Teams will be able to supply data on the majority of the children and young people in the two cohorts there will be no necessity to provide data on all pupils within the cohorts.

The collection and submission of the data is in the form of an online, web-based survey. Drop down response option menus and additional information and guidance notes are included in the survey questionnaire to support data entry. Ongoing support is also be available.

Confidentiality
A cryptographic hash function[footnoteRef:1] is employed in the survey which will ensure that: [1:  More information here:

· A unique and anonymous ID will be created for each pupil which can be used to link a pupil’s records across the data collection years 
· Only the LA will have access to a pupil’s identity

All data is collected and stored in accordance with the Data Protection Act 1998 and the General Data Protection Regulation (from May 2018). The UCL Data Protection Legal Team has approved the ongoing management of the data through Gorilla, a cloud software platform specifically for the behavioural sciences and compliant with the British Psychological Society  requirements. 

Ethical approval
Ethical approval has been obtained through the UCL Research Ethics Committee Project ID number: 2012/007. Given that the data will be anonymised there will be no need to obtain informed parental/student consent.

Reporting
Individual pupils and LAs will not be identified in any reporting.

Detailed reports on each year of the Longitudinal Study will be circulated to the HI Support Teams that participate. Comparative DfE statistics for the general pupil population will be included.

A full longitudinal analysis of the data will be performed and reported following the final year of data collection.

The anonymised results of the Longitudinal Study may also be presented at national and international conferences. We may also publish the results of the study in a newsletter, magazine, and/or scientific journal.
