Whilst this version of the Guidance document is aimed at providing LA HI Support Teams with the information required for participation in Project Year One of the NatSIP-CRIDE Longitudinal Study, s.1 offers an overview to facilitate an understanding of the project as a whole. 

In each subsequent year of the Longitudinal Study a further Guidance Supplement will be provided with the specific additional details appropriate to the Project Year in question.

· The NatSIP - CRIDE Longitudinal Study derives its title from the combination of two separate, annual surveys of hearing impairment that have been in operation over the past seven years: 

· the NatSIP benchmarking survey with its focus on educational outcomes

· the CRIDE survey, with its focus on educational provision and support 

· The Longitudinal Study sets out to gather a range of data on individual pupils over time in order to investigate relationships between pupil, provision and outcome and participation variables.

· Planning of the Study has spanned several years, involving collaborative working between NatSIP, CRIDE, UCL and City, University of London representatives[footnoteRef:2]. [2:  The NatSIP-CRIDE Longitudinal Study Project Team comprises:

· The development has included a Feasibility Study in 2014, followed by a full Pilot Study of data collection by nine volunteer LA Sensory Support Services in 2015. 

· Grant funding awarded by the Ovingdean Hall Foundation has enabled the Longitudinal Study data collection to proceed in early 2018.



1.2 What are LA HI Support Teams being asked to do?

· The Longitudinal Study design involves collecting data on two cohorts of pupils simultaneously over a period of seven years:

· Cohort A will be tracked from the end of the Early Years Foundation Stage to the end of Key Stage 2 i.e. the end of National Curriculum (NC) Year 0 to the end of NC Year 6

· Cohort B will be tracked from the end of Key Stage 2 to the end of the first Post-16 Year i.e. the end of NC Year 6 to the end of NC Year 12 or equivalent.

· The data will include:

· A Pupil Data section with 13 items (e.g. gender; degree of hearing loss; additional SEND)

· A Provision Data section with 8 items (e.g. type of educational placement; Teacher of the Deaf support frequency)

· An Outcomes and Participation section relating primarily to the end of EYFS (NC Year 0), the end of Key stage 1 (NC Year 2), and the end of Key stage 2 (NC Year 6) for Cohort A, although School Exclusion data will be collected in each year of the project.

· An Outcomes and Participation section relating primarily to the end of Key stage 2 (NC Year 6), the end of Key stage 4 (NC Year 11), and the end of the first Post-16 Year (NC Year 12 or equivalent) for Cohort B, although School Exclusion data will be collected in each year of the project.

· The collection and submission of the data will be carried out through an online, web based survey.  This will be completed every year from 2018 for seven years. Whilst this does represent a significant commitment for LA HI Support Teams, it should be noted that:

· Data will only be collected on two cohorts of pupils, a fraction of the full range of cohorts that the HI Team will be supporting.

· Outcomes and Participation data will only be collected in four of the seven years (apart from School Exclusion data which will be collected in each project year)

· The Pupil and Provision sections of the survey comprise exactly the same questions each year, the data for most if not all of which should be easily accessible.

· Unlike the NatSIP Outcomes Benchmarking exercise, where it is important for the performance indicator data to be submitted on all the pupils in a particular cohort, it will not be necessary for LA HI Support Teams to submit data on every pupil within their Cohorts A and B. Of course, the more pupils involved the better from a research perspective, but data on any of these pupils will be of value.        
              
· The two-cohort data collection design was driven largely by the need for manageability for LA HI Support Teams and also practicality with respect to the duration of the Longitudinal Study.

1.3 What about data protection and confidentiality?

· It is fully recognised that dealing with individual pupil data is highly sensitive and calls for stringent security arrangements. Accordingly:

· A cryptographic hash function[footnoteRef:3] will be employed in the Survey Questionnaire which will ensure that: [3:  More information here:

· a unique and anonymous ID will be created for each pupil which can be used to link a pupil’s records across the data collection years 

· only the LA will have access to a pupil’s identity

· Approval of the Longitudinal Study was sought from and granted by UCL’s Research Ethics Committee. Given that the data will be anonymised there will be no need to obtain informed parental/student consent.

· All data will be collected and stored in accordance with the Data Protection Act 1998 and the General Data Protection Regulation (from May 2018). The UCL Data Protection Legal Team has approved the ongoing management of the data through Gorilla, a cloud software platform specifically for the behavioural sciences and compliant with the British Psychological Society  requirements. The data will be kept anonymous. Only the Project Team will have access to data files. It will not be possible to identify an individual pupil or LA data in any reporting of the analyses.

1.4      How will the Longitudinal Study be of benefit to LA HI Support Teams?

· Evaluations of the NatSIP and the CRIDE surveys have indicated that they are both highly valued by LA Sensory Support Services. Applications of the NatSIP Outcomes Benchmarking exercise have, for example, assisted services in their data management, reporting, CPD, quality assurance and development planning.
 
· By linking the pupil, provision and outcomes and participation data through the Longitudinal Study, it is anticipated that there will be potential for significant benefits beyond those of the separate NatSIP and CRIDE surveys, which will contribute further to the shared, inter-related aims of improving provision and outcomes for deaf CYP. 

·    The data collected will permit the investigation of relationships between pupil, provision and outcomes and participation variables and potentially improve understanding of predictors of deaf children’s educational achievements. 

·    The data will allow more specificity in the generation of benchmarking data for particular cohorts of pupils than is currently available e.g. whilst the NatSIP Outcomes Benchmarking exercise permits an analysis of outcomes by degree of hearing loss, the Longitudinal Study would be able to offer further analyses which could include combinations of other variables such as additional SEND, gender, type of educational placement, frequency of ToD support and so forth.

1.5       How will the Longitudinal Study be reported?

· Reports on each Project Year will be prepared.

·    The detailed, full Project reports will only be circulated to the HI Support Teams that participate in the Longitudinal Study. 

·     Brief summary reports on each year will be prepared for wider circulation and posted on the NatSIP-CRIDE Study section of the NatSIP website: https://www.natsip.org.uk/natsip-cride

·    A range of statistical analyses of the data submitted will be undertaken and the findings included within the reports.  A full longitudinal analysis of the data will be performed and reported following the final year of data collection.

·    The analyses within the reports will focus on data relating to populations of pupils, derived from combining data across LAs. As the populations of deaf pupils within an LA can often be small for particular cohorts there will be no attempt to provide comparative data between LAs. 

·     Individual pupils and LAs will not be identified in any reporting.

·     Comparative DfE statistics for the general CYP population will be provided.

Notes

Step 1:
If, after carefully reading the ‘Information Sheet for Local Authority Hearing Impairment Teams’ (which was circulated in late November 2017 and is reproduced in Appendix 1), you wish to participate in the Longitudinal Study, you should first of all ensure that you have the consent of senior management within your LA. 

The Information Sheet can be used as a discussion document in the process of obtaining consent. Appendix 2 offers a Sample Consent Form which can be used to request permission from your senior management for your internal LA HI Support Team records.

Step 2:
Once consent has been gained it will be helpful to identify the pupils who will be involved in the Longitudinal Study. 

In the selection of pupils:

· Two cohorts of pupils will need to be chosen:

· Cohort A will comprise pupils who were in National Curriculum year 0 (end of the Early Years Foundation Stage) in the 2016-17 academic year. 

· Cohort B will comprise pupils who were in National Curriculum year 6 (end of Key Stage 2) in the 2016-17 academic year.

     You do not have to include every pupil in these two cohorts but, from a research standpoint, the more pupils selected the better.

· Pupils are selected according to their National Curriculum year placement, which may not always correspond with their chronological age. 

· Only include pupils with a bilateral, permanent hearing loss.

· Pupils with severe learning difficulties/profound and multiple learning difficulties (SLD/ PMLD) are excluded from the project.  

· Within the above specification, eligibility applies to all children resident within the LA, who are the responsibility of the LA, regardless of the educational setting they attend and where this is located.

Step 3:
Plan how you will gather the Project Year One data on Cohort A and Cohort B pupils. You will need to consider what will be the most appropriate data source(s) for this task (e.g. HI Support Team records/schools/LA Information Management Department) and who will perform the data gathering.




Step 4:
Start the data collection. To assist LA Hearing Impairment Support Teams in this process in Project Year One, Individual Pupil Data Collection Forms for Cohorts A and B have been prepared. Please refer to Appendix 3. 

The Individual Pupil Data Collection Forms are for internal HI Support Team use only and are entirely optional. They do however serve two particular purposes:

· They will ensure you have all of your available data on a pupil to hand for entry on the web based Survey Questionnaire when you are ready to make a submission. 

· They will provide you with a convenient record of your Cohort A and Cohort B pupils along with their data for reference in subsequent years of the project. 

Step 5:

Title of Project: NatSIP-CRIDE Longitudinal Study
Background
Over the last seven years the Consortium for Research in Deaf Education (CRIDE) has conducted an annual survey of provision and educational support for children and young people with hearing impairment (HI). The National Sensory Impairment Partnership (NatSIP), with support funding from the DfE, has been performing an annual outcomes benchmarking survey for children and young people with HI. Whilst both of these exercises have proved to be of significant interest and value, linking the pupil, provision and outcomes and participation variables covered by these two surveys could clearly offer greater potential benefits. 

With the aim of achieving such a linkage in the data and given the widespread interest and support from Teachers of the Deaf, the NatSIP – CRIDE project was formed, involving collaborative working between NatSIP, UCL, City, University of London, and CRIDE. 

It was recognised from an early stage that a longitudinal programme of individual pupil data collection would be required.  Development has included a Feasibility Study in 2014, followed by a full Pilot Study of data collection by nine volunteer LA Sensory Support Services in 2015. 

Funding from the Ovingdean Hall Foundation has now been secured for the first 3 years of data collection, analysis and reporting in the Longitudinal Study.

Purpose
The purpose of the Longitudinal Study is to investigate the relationships between pupil, provision and outcomes and participation variables with the overall aim of improving provision and outcomes for children and young people with HI.

LA HI Support Team involvement
We are looking to engage as many LA HI Support Teams as possible in the collection and submission of data on individual children and young people with HI. The data will mainly comprise a combination of information from the CRIDE and NatSIP surveys, covering pupil, provision and outcomes and participation data. The data will include:

· 13 pupil items (e.g. gender; degree of hearing loss; additional SEN)
· 8 provision items (e.g. type of educational placement; Teacher of the Deaf support frequency)
