Assessment Policy

Rationale
The Special Educational Needs (SEN) Code of Practice (2001) highlights the principles of inter-agency working for children and young people with SEN and states that:

All services for children with SEN should focus on identifying and addressing the needs of children and enabling them to improve their situation through:

· Early identification

· Continual engagement with the child and parents

· Focussed intervention

· Dissemination of effective approaches and techniques

Assessment forms a vital part of this process and it is recognised that assessments carried out by peripatetic teaching staff within CSSS may permeate into all aspects of their work with supporting children and young people, their families and schools to deliver high quality, relevant and appropriately accessible !!!!
Scope

A – Linguistic Assessments
Assessments can be carried out for the following reasons:

· To obtain a baseline reference

· To monitor and review development

· To determine areas of strengths and weaknesses

· To plan specific programmes of work

· To determine IEP targets

· To plan and evaluate intervention

· To provide information for ourselves and others (professional, parents, schools)

· To provide evidence of progress and effectiveness of support

· To contribute towards Statutory Assessment

Different assessments are needed for a variety of purposes. Assessments are regularly updated and only those recommended below should be used. For ease of reference assessments are listed with regard to the age range on which they have been standardised. Some can be used ‘out of age range’ but please refer to individual test manuals.

B Audiological Assessments
