Target Setting and Data Collection Policy 


It is essential that robust data is collected on the attainment and progress of learners.  If this data is collected regularly, robustly analysed and forms part of a professional dialogue with other professionals we can identify where learners are exceeding expectations and equally importantly, where learners are not reaching their potential and appropriate interventions can be taken which address the lack of progress.  
This policy draws on the SEN Progression Guidance (2011) and NatSIP Outcomes Benchmarking Guidance and covers all the learners we support and who are on the VSSS database including those in complex needs schools and deaf resource bases.  

The following areas of data collection have been identified; 

· Attainment data in P Levels, SATS and GCSEs 
· Progress data for P Levels, SATS and GCSES

· Specialist data e.g. language scores, independent living skills 

· Attendance data
· Equipment data  

Learners may make progress in some areas and not others and it is important to look at the holistic progress of the learner in order to establish whether the current interventions are having an impact or whether the interventions needs to be changed.  
Attainment and progress data 
Data will be collected regularly by individual teachers and through Norfolk County Council databases.  The data to be collected is detailed in Appendix I and the NatSIP Outcomes Benchmarking data is detailed in Appendix II.  The latter is used to make national comparisons with other ‘services’.   

Specialist Data 

It is necessary to collect data on progress in other areas of development that may be targeted through interventions by VSSS.  These specialist areas are detailed for each key stage at Appendix I and cover areas such as Braille, touch-typing, expressive and receptive language.   

Attendance and Equipment Data 

Attendance either by the learner or by the member of VSSS can have a significant impact on progress and attainment.  Patterns in attendance can also give us valuable information that may need further investigation or action.  

Access to the curriculum for many of our learners is through the provision and effective use of equipment.  It is therefore vital that this equipment is checked, maintained and calibrated regularly and a record of this will be kept on the Rover.  

Monitoring and Evaluation 

All teachers will regularly monitor the progress of learners on their caseload at Support Plus, Support and Monitor from the beginning of the academic year 2012/2013.  
Data will be collected through; 

· the Rover

· data collection forms 

· annually through schools 

· NCC databases

· Target tracking proforma   
All data will be input on the database which is held on the server. 
A timeline for data collection is attached at Appendix III.   
The Lead Teachers for each key stage will monitor the progress of learners on a termly basis through termly progress meetings with the Team Leaders/Headteacher.   All staff will be expected to account for learner progress through 1-1 meetings and through Team Meetings where a whole team intervention may be required.  
The Headteacher will produce a regular update on learner progress for the Governing Body and through an Annual Report for all stakeholders.
