The vision for the Sensory Learning Hub 
NatSIP will develop a national online interactive resource which will be called ‘The Sensory Learning Hub’.  The purpose of the sub will be to act as a first port of call for the workforce to find trusted information about sensory impairment and improve outcomes for children and young people with sensory impairment. The hub will house information and resources produced by NatSIP as well as other validated national resources. 
Function brief
The SLH needs to serve a number of functions in order to deliver the vision
· It needs to appeal to a wide audience – the mainstream sector, SENCo as well as the specialist sector – anyone who may be in the position of supporting a child with sensory impairment 
· It needs to be able to take people through an easy and logical journey to source information and resources
· It needs to be able to signpost people to resources, training and information
· There needs to be opportunities to interact with others on the site, leave feedback and access information through social media feeds
· It needs to grow and develop so that it is recognised as a first port of call for trusted information in the SI sector 
Current development

We are currently developing 4 key areas of the sensory learning hub 
· Develop – an area to find out about training and courses that are available 
· Know – an area to access our what works databases 
· Share – an area for resources 
· Interact – a space for discussion and accessing other social media
