	Attainment 8 is based on a calculation of a pupil’s performance across 8 qualifications.  These qualifications are: 
1. 	A double weighted mathematics element that will contain the point score of the pupil’s English Baccalaureate (EBacc) mathematics qualification. 
2. 	An English element based on the highest point score in a pupil’s EBacc English language or English literature qualification.  This will be double weighted provided a pupil has taken both qualifications. In 2016 an English (combined) qualification can be included and double weighted. 
3. 	An element which can include the three highest point scores from any of the EBacc qualifications in science subjects, computer science, history, geography, and languages.  For more information see the list of qualifications that count in the EBacc.  The qualifications can count in any combination and there is no requirement to take qualifications in each of the ‘pillars’ of the EBacc. 
4. 	The remaining element contains the three highest point scores in any three other subjects, including English language or literature (if not counted in the English slot), further GCSE qualifications (including EBacc subjects) or any other non-GCSE qualifications on the DfE approved list. For more information see the list of qualifications that will be included in the 2016 key stage 4 performance tables. 
If a pupil has not taken the maximum number of qualifications that count in each group then they will receive a point score of zero where a slot is empty.
Dividing the Attainment 8 score by 10 gives a pupil’s average grade.

Annex 1:	Classification of Vision Impairment
The following classification applies to corrected vision with both eyes open. Acuity criteria are for guidance purposes only. The professional judgement of a QTVI should be applied as necessary to decide on the classification. For example, a CYP may have a mild reduction in visual acuity but be functioning within a different visual category due to an additional ophthalmic condition, e.g. an oculomotor disorder such as nystagmus; visual field reduction; cerebral vision impairment (CVI).
Mild vision loss		Within the range 6/12 - 6/18 Snellen/Kay (LogMAR 0.3 – 0.48)
Moderate vision loss	Less than 6/19 - 6/36 Snellen/Kay (LogMAR 0.5 – 0.78)
Severe vision loss	Less than 6/36 - 6/120 Snellen/Kay (LogMAR 0.8 – 1.3)
Profound vision loss	Less than 6/120 Snellen/Kay (LogMAR 1.32+)

Annex 2:	Criterion for Braille Users
Services are asked to differentiate between a pupil who is a Braille user and a pupil who is not a Braille user. The criterion for a Braille user, (which applies to CYP with severe or profound VI), is that the pupil identified used Braille during 2014/15 to access the majority of his or her reading materials and as the main means of recording his or her work. Decisions about those who used a mixture of large print and Braille will be dependent on the method they used for the majority of the time.
NB for the Braille only outcome (PI 4) concerned with Braille Reading at Year 6, there is a further stipulation that the children will have been engaged in pre-Braille/Braille learning from Foundation Stage 1 (Reception). This is to prevent children who have been more recently introduced to Braille, (e.g. because of a deteriorating condition), from being included in this particular PI.
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
