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1.  INTRODUCTION
1.1 There are two main purposes to the NatSIP ‘Applications of Outcomes Benchmarking Data’ pro-forma, which has been developed primarily from questionnaire returns relating to the impact of the 2011 benchmarking exercise:

· To provide Sensory Support Services with a checklist of  potential uses for the benchmarking data and a means of recording these.
·  To offer NatSIP a means of gathering further evaluative data following future benchmarking exercises. This will provide important evidence for reporting on the project to NatSIP members, the DfE (which is providing Voluntary and Community Sector grant funding for the project) and other interested parties.
1.2 The pro-forma has two sections:

· Section 1: ‘Analyses undertaken of outcomes benchmarking data’ displays the kinds of analyses/data comparisons that may be undertaken by Sensory Support Services/LAs to inform potential applications of the benchmarking data;
· Section 2: ‘Applications of outcomes benchmarking data’ offers a classified list of specific applications and identifies whether these have been used to inform Sensory Support Service Development Plans.
1.3 In a future version of this document it is intended to provide details of some specific applications of the benchmarking data within the Appendix.
