	Focussing   

Areas identified as needing addressing in the near future in order to improve B.`s independent learning;

· Some of his passivity in the classroom may arise from learnt behaviours

· 1:1 support has had an impact on B.`s expectations

· B. is uninterested in engaging socially with other pupils 

· B. is not happy at school and finds school tiring

· B. suffers from frequent absence arising from illness

· B. will have bilateral cochlear implants shortly and this will have a significant impact on his ability to hear in the classroom


	B. is very slow to do even simple tasks and even though he appears to understand what to do and staff have checked his understanding.

B. does not appear to enjoy school at all and the Independent Learner questionnaire confirms this as do parents in conversation.

Frequent absence has an effect on continuity of support and learning

	Planning

HI team to focus on period after bilateral implantation and offer a package to school which will support B. in his use of the new systems.

Hi team will also support school during the period where B. will have no assistive technology and is awaiting `switch on`

School will consider support package they offer in order to further promote independent learning

New support options will be discussed with parents in the future

	Discussion with Mum
How has the start of term gone?


	It`s gone really well so far. I`m feeling very positive about year 5. Mrs C. has sent some work home for D. on Rivers to help him with new vocabulary. I`m being kept well informed and I have been able to help both boys at home.



	How is the school using support time this year?


	Mrs C. continues to work with D. in the morning so D. gets support for key sessions i.e. Literacy and Numeracy which I suppose are still timetabled for the morning. D. struggles with the comprehension of his reading and although it is getting better, I am concerned that his SATs levels slipped back for reading for the end of year 4 compared to the end of year 3. I always help with comprehension when I do some reading at home and D. is beginning to answer some simple questions correctly.

I am a bit concerned about SAT`s. I would like D. to complete his SAT`s like all the other children and was pleased with some of his recorded levels at the end of Year 4. I know that because he has a statement and a hearing loss then adaptations can be made to help D.. He will have problems understanding language in both numeracy and literacy but if the right support is in place from everyone involved then hopefully he will do as well as he can.



	Do you have any concerns about D. socially?

Year 5 is an important year and last time we visited we did talk about transition and where you might like to visit in preparation for making a decision about Year 7.


	I know that last term D. struggled at playtimes and lunchtimes and I think this has continued. This is a consequence of the Autism although the hearing loss won`t help matters. He does struggle to understand the rules of play and therefore gets upset easily. I see this at home when he has a friend round and it does worry me.

The use of social stories sounds like a good idea. It will help everyone to explain the rules of play to D. and also help reinforce these because D. can always refer back to a particular story. Making a photographic story with D. in it will help and this is something I can do at home but it may also be something that can be tried at school.

LJ  from your service did a session with his class in Year 3 about how to communicate with D.. I wonder if this could be repeated in Year 5? It may help with some playtime issues.

It would also be helpful if we could use KH from your service to offer some of the specialist pieces of work on Friendships. 

We have made an application for a Hearing Dog for the Deaf. We have had our first family assessment but it did not go as well as we had hoped. D. loved the Labrador but did not engage as well with some of the other dogs. We will have another re-assessment and have decided to encourage D. to become more confident by `borrowing` friends’ dogs.

A regular visit to the Dog`s Trust at Wymeswold sounds like a good idea. We could go as a family.

I would like to think that D. is able to go to G School with his brother and all of his friends. I think this is what D. would like, but I am concerned that he will struggle socially and emotionally. S and I will also go and look at a Special School.

It would be good for BM to accompany us initially, mainly because she knows both schools and staff. We may need to make more than one visit but hopefully by the time we have his annual review in Year 5 we will have made a decision.

D. will need a lot of transition support whichever school is chosen.

Dr X the Consultant Paediatrician has said she would like to come to D.`s next annual review so it would be good to get a date fixed so that she has plenty of time to put it in her diary.



	Planning

What do you think we can offer as a service to make Y5 successful?


	I think it would be a good idea for both L. and K. to offer some targeted support if that`s possible and the school are in agreement.

I would like BM to come with us for an initial visit to the two schools.

I am pleased that BM will continue with the Audiology for D.. Without optimally functioning equipment then he is unable to hear properly and the radio aid makes a big difference. It`s good that Mrs C is meeting with Gill to have a discussion and planning session so that everyone involved is aware of what the options are.

The SaLT , SS is involved with D. and I know that your service has close working links with their service so that is useful because it means you can work together.
I think it would be really useful to have an interim meeting in December so everyone can come together and discuss how D. is doing, share ideas and plan the best way forward.


	Reviewing


	Year 5 has started really positively.

D. does have some new staff working with him and also some he is familiar with. 

D. likes school and I hope that the issues which are a cause for concern particularly the playtime ones can be sorted out.
