	Outline of B’s Visual Impairment :

B. has an eye condition  named oculocutaneous  albinism and this has resulted in the following implications:
Nystagmus ( this is an involuntary oscillation of the eyes from side to side and causes difficulty with focusing and judgement of depth, distance and speed) 
Reduced distance and near vision 
Photophobia (sensitivity to bright light) 

Visual Fatigue  

Vision varies during the day 

Glasses to correct hypermetropia and astigmatism 

Skin protection needs to be considered on a sunny day and B. is prone to headaches and needs to wear a cap on sunny days 
B. is a very able child and his needs relate mainly to access to the curriculum materials, distance vision tasks and specialist equipment. Classroom strategies are employed by the class teacher.

Details of Interventions                                                           
Since taking over the case in November 2012, SN, the teacher of the visually impaired has visited B. at school on a monthly basis during the academic year 2012 – 13. The support has included assessment of visual functioning, 1-1 sessions with B., support and training for staff, contribution to the school access plan, attendance at regular school reviews, liaison with B.’s mother at reviews and during telephone conversations
VI  Assessment and Advice for Staff (12.11.12) 
1-1 sessions with B. to assess visual

functioning and to provide advice relating to assessment outcomes for the class teacher. Classroom observations and classroom environmental audit. VI  ICT assessment 
VI Awareness Training for Staff on 23.11.12

Whole school training for all staff including the Head teacher to enhance awareness of B.’s needs relating to his visual impairment 
Working in Partnership with Staff and B.’s mother  at the SEN Review Meeting on 17.12.12

First review of B.’s needs initiated by SN to review progress with the Senco,B.’s mother and SN (QTVI). This provided a forum for B.’s mother to express her views and to be more involved in B.’s support plans. SN provided feedback from VI and ICT assessments. Written and verbal advice regarding adaptations to the PC/Lap Top to ensure B.’s ease of access.

Review of B.’s progress and needs with the Senco, B.’s mother  and SN (QTVI).  Provided feedback from school and ASC visits.  Advice regarding  access plan, equipment and transition to the next class

Assessment Update and Advice during the School Visit on 12.05.13 

Assessment of vision update for the access plan. Provided advice,  resources  and information for the class teacher

Advice and Contribution to the School Access Plan to ensure access needs are met (School Visit on 24.05.13)

Transition Planning to the next class during SEN Review Meeting at School on 18.06.13

Transition meeting /Review of Support with B.’s mother , the Senco, the new class teacher from September 2013 and SN (QTVI). The use of specialist equipment and the ipad discussed.
Provided written recommendations for the final draft of the access plan and advice for B.’s new class teacher. Environmental audit of the new classroom 
1-1 Session with B. (School Visit 16.07.13)

Worked with B. to assess his ICT competence and access to the lap top. Assessed positioning and lighting in his new classroom with B.. Review of year with B.
Planning Meeting with the New Senco (19.07.13) to ensure support strategies, access plans, resources and specialist equipment have been identified. Provided solutions and advice relating to provision of adapted resources, useful contacts and websites and introduction and use of specialist equipment.

	Outcomes

B.’s vision is regularly assessed by the QTVI to identify his visual functioning over a period time, to assess variations and provide advice relating to implications of his specific eye condition and the appropriate strategies to be implemented 
B. now has improved access to the curriculum, adapted materials and specialist equipment. Due to the assessment feedback, support and  training from the QTVI,  B.’s class teacher reports that she has more understanding of B.’s eye condition, the impact of his visual impairment and his access needs .The advice from the QTVI has changed the class teacher’s practise and she has implemented the appropriate strategies to ensure his access to the curriculum
Following the advice of the QTVI the class teacher has employed the following strategies:

· B. has the appropriate seating position in class. He now sits  closer to the teacher and white board so he does not miss out on incidental learning which was evident prior to the QTVI assessment
· Staff are more aware of B.’s sensitivity to bright light  and now use blinds to alleviate glare 

· The class teacher has decreased the glare on the board to improve access

· B. now has access to the appropriate print size on worksheets and in reading books and plans are in progress to provide an ipad to improve access to texts 
· B. has been provided with a black gel pen to improve contrast when writing and this has improved his letter formation greatly. The QTVI has provided advice relating to letter formation and heavy lined paper for the classteacher
· B. is encouraged to use his low vision aids (magnifiers) and school has provided an individual lap top with adaptations to provide an enlarged screen display 

· An adapted individual lap top with a matt screen will be provided by the SFSS ,LA

· B. is now more confident and will speak out when he is having difficulty seeing detail on the whiteboard or in books
· The class teacher has regular discussions with the QTVI to discuss strategies to improve B.’s access to the curriculum and school life. Staff want to minimise the implications of B.’s visual impairment 
· B. has the opportunity to discuss his views with the QTVI 

All staff working with B. both in school and the After School Club are more aware of the B.’s needs following whole school training, continual advice for the class teacher, written advice for school and the ASC staff and regular SEN reviews meetings with staff and B.’s mother

B. has made good progress in all areas of the curriculum and the strategies employed have contributed to his progress (refer to school records) to ensure he reaches his potential.

B.’s mother is more involved with B.’s access and support plans in school and has the opportunity to express her views during regular SEN meetings which were initiated by the QTVI 
Following advice from the QTVI the School Access Plan has been updated to meet B.’s needs
The new senco has met with the QTVI to plan the support and resources for B. next year 

Transition planning including the QTVI , staff and B.’s mother has taken place to ensure B.’s new teachers are aware of his needs and all strategies su are employed
B. now has access to appropriate equipment to improve access to the lap top/PC and printed materials
