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Membership of NatSIP 2026 - 2027

The benefits of joining NatSIP as a Member
As professionals working in the field of sensory impairment (SI) we are aware that the needs of our learners with deafness/hearing impairment, deafblindness/multi-sensory impairment and vision impairment can be overlooked. NatSIP has no access to government funding and is totally dependent on membership fees, sponsorship, donations and commissioned work. Thank you for contributing to NatSIP through membership and participation and so demonstrating your commitment to the future of the sector and viability for the partnership. 
The NatSIP membership scheme continues to offer exceptional value for SI CPD opportunities and training and shows your support for the partnership. 
As part of the membership offer in 2026 NatSIP steering group has agreed that the subscription price will remain at 2025 rate. We will continue to provide events online and, where appropriate, face to face and you will be offered:
· Training events with priority booking and at a significantly reduced cost for members providing nationally recognised speakers on SEND and SI issues, including regular input from DfE and other sector leaders 
· Online twilight discussion forums, free for members 
· Specific specialist training and practice support at a reduced cost for the sector including producing practice guidance and advice which is regularly relied on by the sector to ensure and assure its own quality.  
· NatSIP guidance is referred to, by LAs and organisations, in respect of entitlements for children and young people with SI, and the professionals who support them, as a national reference point
· A bespoke, not for profit, specialist training offer to members which will contribute towards them meeting CPD requirements for national standards
· A website which allows access to resources, NatSIP publications and advice, a diary of events and relevant courses, the latest information about Government SEND and other guidance and advice on service provision and commissioning
· The Find an Advisor database for specialist HI, MSI and VI expertise
· Moderation and support for the HoSS email forum and the SI community email forums which are free of charge to subscribers  
· Support for members to be able directly to contribute to Government and other practice consultations as appropriate, through consultations
· Ongoing practice advice and intelligence on sector development and information from government.

NatSIP Membership fees from April 2026
Organisation Membership
NatSIP membership, with a fee of £375 per annum, entitles members to priority booking and a 50% reduction on all NatSIP workshops and training events, for up to five people at any event. Events organised by NatSIP partners may offer a discount to NatSIP members. It also allows access to all areas of the website and use of all NatSIP resources and networks.
Smaller organisations, with a staff of four or fewer, such as a specialist resource base, may be entitled to a reduced membership fee of £250 per annum. 
Individual Membership
NatSIP values its association with individual professionals, usually retired or self-employed, who wish to continue supporting the SI sector and updating their CPD.  SI students, funding themselves, may also join as individual members during their course.  Individuals can add greatly to the capacity of NatSIP to achieve its objectives.   
The fee for individual membership is £50 per annum. 
Individual Members will be able to access NatSIP events for a discount.  They also have access to other NatSIP training days with a 50% reduction and free registration on the Find an Advisor database. 
NatSIP membership is on offer to achieve the aims of the partnership and to support the best interests of the SI sector. Membership is annual from the date of renewal or subscription.
We believe that NatSIP membership provides exceptional value in comparison with other training offers from the voluntary sector and from public and commercial offers in the sector of SEND-related training.  Membership and attendance at a NatSIP event will still cost considerably less than attending a commercial conference. Being part of NatSIP also offers many opportunities for personal development, learning and networking with sector colleagues and the opportunity to influence the development of the sector overall, sharing your expertise with colleagues.
