Purpose of this grant 

The purpose of the grant is to improve the quality of special educational needs and disability (SEND) services and embed the reforms introduced through the Children & Families Act 2014.  The funding will help local authorities to complete the transfer of statements of SEN to quality Education Health and Care (EHC) plans.  It will also support authorities to improve the timeliness of new EHC assessments. 

We expect local authorities to use the funding to retain key staff and build additional capacity in SEN teams.  They may, however, choose to spend the money differently, in order to best meet local need. 

Some success measures which local authorities may wish to employ are provided at Annex B. 

Grant allocations 

Total funding of £29,011,080 is available for this programme from January 2018 – March 2019.  Funds will be made available in the form of a non-ringfenced grant. 

Details of allocations to each local authority are set out below.

Payment arrangements 

Payment will be made in one instalment in January 2018. 

Arrangements for keeping in touch with the Department for Education and the Delivery Support Contractor 

Formal reporting to the Department for Education on progress is not a condition of this grant. However, the Department for Education will ask local authorities to provide a voluntary return about activity via the termly SEND implementation survey.

The Department for Education would also be happy to receive any information about effective practice that local authorities may gather.

ANNEX B: SEND REFORM GRANT SUCCESS MEASURES

Funding under Section 31 Grant reference [DfE Ref: GR1000373 / MHCLG ref: 31/3192] is intended to support councils and their local partners to continue pressing ahead with implementation of the reforms to the SEND system beyond the end of the transition period.

Success measures which local authorities may wish to employ when assessing the impact of this grant could include: 

· the transition from statements of SEN to Education, Health and Care plans and completion of new EHC plans within the 20 week timeframe;
· workforce development, including leadership and management of SEND services;
· development of multi-agency working and joint commissioning, especially in relation to EHC plan assessments; 
· evidence of improved participation of children, young people and parent carers; and 
· effectively preparing the young person and their family for the transition to adulthood.
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
